The pro-Nazi gov’t deported Jews to camps leaving many children to internment camps.
Canada did not pursue bringing 1000 Vichy Jewish children to Canada and as a result
were deported to Auschwitz.

PROPAGANDA
What are the eight criteria for the use of propaganda and briefly explain each?

The Big Lie - something really big must be true

Name-Calling/Slurs - form of harassment, insulting comments or jokes

Repetition - repeating names or slogans to convince people

Scapegoating - placing blame for unrelated events or other people’s actions
Simplification - showing only one side of an issue; simplify issues so all can understand
Slogan - catchword or phrase loaded with emotion that are easy to understand
Stereotyping - deny individual merit in favour of generationalization

Superiority - statements which arouse pride to flatter or to make one superior
